Our demonstrator this month is Jane |
Kahler. Jane’s career started in the field |}
of commercial art. She attended the |
American School of Commercial Art even-
tually leading to a career designing
embroidery and chenille emblems.

Custom Chenille Embroidery is where Jane worked for 35 years,
moving from the artist/designer position to the position of Vice
President of Sales. This process is used mainly in decorating apparel,
such as rodeo jackets, varsity school jackets, sweat shirts, golf shirts
and apparel in the advertising specialty industry. The experience in
commercial art and mechanical drawing has been a great help in
learning good drawing and perspective in her paintings.

As Jane’s 4 children grew older, there was the urge to pursue more
fine art through painting. She is a member and past President of the
Association of Traditional Artists, board member of the Associated
Creative Artists, member of Texas Area Artists and current President
of the DeSoto Art League. Jane has won many awards in all of these
organizations.

Jane has painted portraits, still life, animals and even some
abstract. Landscapes being her most painted subject. She is always
looking for strong light and dark patterns in the photography she
takes. Jane paints mostly from her photographs, but plein air painting
is also a pleasure she enjoys.

Jane has painted in acrylic, watercolor, pastel, prisma color pencils
and oil. The latter, oil painting is the most favored medium Jane selects
when painting. She has a studio in her home in Dallas.
